• Early identification of changes in health: Trained staff are more 

likely to notice changes in a resident's eating habits or behavior, 

which can be early indicators of health issues. Prompt 

identification leads to quicker interventions.

• Reduced stress and anxiety for residents: A dementia-friendly 

dining environment can significantly reduce stress and anxiety for 

residents, making mealtimes more enjoyable and improving overall 

satisfaction.

• Building trust and relationships: When staff are equipped to 

handle the challenges of dementia effectively, they build trust and 

stronger relationships with residents, enhancing their sense of 

security and belonging.
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
